released on Monday by the
government’s Press Informa-
tion Bureau (PIB). The Modi-
led 72-member Union Council
of Ministers had taken the oath
of office on June 9, 2024.

Nadda, who is also a Union
minister, said proactive gov-
ernance has been the hallmark
of Modi’s tenure as the
country’s PM. He said Modi has
confronted challenges head-on
and taken “bold decisions”
once thought impossible, such
as the “abrogation of Article

the Balakot air strike, and Oper-
ation Sindoor of 2025.
